RPG Group owned tyre com-
pany CEAT, on Thursday
posted a 414 per cent decline
in profit after tax (PAT) for the
second quarter FY25 (Q2FY25)
while its consolidated reve-
nue from operations grew by
8.23 per cent during the
period.

The consolidated PAT in
Q2FY25 stood at121.88 crore,
while the revenue from oper-
ations came in at 33,304.53

crore. The revenue from oper-
ations grew on the back of
good performance in the
replacement and interna-
tional sectors. Sequentially,
the revenue from operations
grew by 3.49 per cent.

CEAT took selective price
increases during the quarter
that offset part of the cost
impact which were caused
due to increased rubber
prices.
